Our school is helping all students develop the world class skills and life and career 

characteristics of the Profile of the Graduate by implementing the common core standards 

in our classrooms with all of our students.  Our teachers participated in professional 

learning communities (PLCs) with the hopes of creating rigorous and engaging lessons for 

students.   Additionally, our school was able to pilot the use of one to one devices in 

various content and grade levels.  In so doing, many of our teachers reported increased 

achievement of the students who participated in this pilot program.  We are also a school 

that provided students with virtual school opportunities through O.C. Technical College 

and with the use of Edgenuity.  Students are able to participate in courses that may not be 

available to them through the traditional course offerings at our school.   We are also 

helping all students develop the world class skills and life and career characteristics of the 

Profile of the Graduate by implementing opportunities for our students to excel in the arts 

and athletics.  Students were given an opportunity to participate in a drama program after 

school and on early release Tuesday’s for 2014-2015.  We partnered with S.C. State to 

bring in a professor to work with our students and provide that opportunity.  Students put 

on a culminating play for the entire school at the end of the program.  Our band remains a 

stable part of our program at Hunter-Kinard-Tyler.  Our students have the opportunity to 

participate in sports, and our football team won another state championship in Class A 

Division II in consecutive years.   Finally, our school is helping all students develop the 

world class skills and life and career characteristics of the Profile of the Graduate by having 

them participate in character development during the school day.  We use a character trait 

each month, teach our students what the trait means and award students and teachers 

that exhibit the trait.  At Hunter-Kinard-Tyler, it is important that we provide numerous 

opportunities to teach the whole child and prepare our students for success in life.
