Bamberg-Ehrhardt Middle School (BEMS) is helping all students develop the world class
skills and life and career characteristics of the Profile of the South Carolina Graduate by
placing a strong focus on academics and extracurricular activities. An emphasis on the
reading and writing connection is an integral component of the curriculum at BEMS. In an
effort to stimulate this literacy focus, a Friday Morning Book Club has been implemented
with a growing number of students involved each week. BEMS offers a Carnegie unit for
English | and Algebra I. This year 9 of the 18 students enrolled in English | and 13 of the 16
students enrolled in Algebra | scored 100% as measured by the South Carolina End-of-
Course tests. After-school remediation programs for ELA and Math are in place to aid
those students with diagnosed academic needs. BEMS received the Gold Award for
Academic Excellence as measured by criteria outlined by the State Department of
Education. Research has shown that students who are involved in music are more
successful academically. Being involved in the band program instills more than just musical
knowledge. It teaches teamwork, dedication, commitment and responsibility all of which
are vital life skills. BEMS is proud to boast a Red Raider Regiment band which scored a
Superior rating at the state contest. BEMS fields athletic teams in football, basketball, and
baseball in which numerous students participate. This early involvement prepares our
younger athletes as they feed into our high school program. In order to promote wellness
and relaxation, the middle school applied for and received a $6,000 Toolbox for Education
Grant from Lowes. This grant award will be used to enlarge and beautify the existing
outdoor eating area. BEMS was also the recipient of the Boeing Center for Children's
Wellness School Health Initiative Award. This was a district wide contest promoting
healthier lifestyles. The school was awarded $2000 for participating and $1000 for being
the district winner. the money will be used to purchase items that will ensure that the
students and staff at BEMS have opportunities to exercise, eat healthy and promote
wellness in the community.
