We provide such an 

environment by challenging our students, implementing best instructional practices in the 

classroom and creating an environment where students feel safe and comfortable to reach 

their potential.  We understand that reading is fundamental in academic success.  We have 

implemented silent sustained reading time in every ELA class.  We have also increased our 

library collection, and are in the process of greatly increasing our classroom libraries.  

These libraries will include leveled readers.  We are also increasing our collection of leveled 

texts for regular education and special education classes.  We use an RTI model to help 

provide at-risk students the assistance they need in all subjects.  Interventionists are also 

used to help those students who struggle in math and reading.  Our teachers also worked 

together on STEM projects that incorporated all of the subject areas.  The Chesterfield and 

Ruby communities strongly support the school.  We held events like the Back to School 

Family Fun Night, Family Reading Night, Math “Pi” Night, Grandparents breakfast, Veterans 

Day Parade and Luncheon, and a middle school completion ceremony.  Our school also 

collected over $5,000 for the American Cancer Society, St. Jude’s Hospital and the March 

of Dimes.  One of our students was recognized as a Duke Tip Scholar, and six were honored 

as South Carolina Junior Scholars.  Twenty-two students received the Presidential 

Excellence award.  The band received the Outstanding Performance Award and our 

Academic Challenge team finished first in its district.  Chesterfield-Ruby Middle School has 

a wonderful student body of over 400 students.  The faculty and staff of CRMS have 

worked diligently to provide the best possible education for our students.  As a result, 

these students continue to make positive strides toward developing the world class skills 

and career characteristics needed in today’s world.
