The staff at Johnakin Middle School helps all students develop the world class skills and life
and career characteristics of the Profile of the South Carolina Graduate by infusing these
skills and characteristics into our daily expectations. In an effort to prepare our students
for high school and beyond, our teachers collaboratively plan and implement engaging,
rigorous lessons based on the state standards. Incorporated into these lessons are
activities that facilitate creativity, problem solving and teamwork. During regular team
planning times, our teacher consistently work together to try to find strategies to improve
our students’ overall achievement as well as their growth including visiting each other’s
classrooms during Instructional Rounds. Our teachers received more training during the
2014-2015 school year on Balanced Literacy in an effort to improve reading
comprehension. We continued to modify our master schedule to provide an additional 45
minutes a day for enrichment and/or remediation for ELA, Math, Science and Social
Studies. Johnakin Middle School is proud to be a PBIS school. Within our PBIS matrix of
PRIDE, we teach and model for our students how they can show personal responsibility
(integrity), respect, independent readiness (self-direction), demonstrated learning (work
ethic) and effective behaviors (interpersonal skills). Our school has established many ways
to recognize our students for showing Fox PRIDE including positive office referrals, a Fox-
of-the-week program, quarterly awards programs, guest speakers, “no-uniform” days and
many other celebrations. During the 2014-2015 school year we spent a considerable
amount of time and effort preparing our students for the ACT Aspire that was
administered in the spring. We invited parents to attend informational sessions in an
effort to help them understand testing protocol including the shift to time limits. Our staff
participated in several training sessions including webinars and taking a practice ACT
Aspire so we could fully understand this assessment and then better prepare our students.
We are looking forward to reviewing and learning from the results of the Aspire and using
the information to better prepare our students for high school and beyond. At Johnakin
Middle School, we are committed to providing all skills necessary for our students to be
successful here at our school, in high school and after high school.
