Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports

RTI Example

Response to Intervention

The total cost of the PBIS
is S100,000

The cost of the RTI
program is S100,000

Must consider total student

population and students
with disabilities (SWD)
Example: Total student population is
1,000, SWD population is 100

100/1,000 = 10% of LEA student
population is SWD

Can be implemented
regardless of student
population

Must calculate allowable

amount of MFS funds

From above example, 10% of LEA
student population is SWD. Thus, only
10% of your MFS award can go
towards the RTI ($10,000)

All MFS funds are
allowable to implement
PBIS (as allowed by IDEA)

Up to 15% of IDEA federal
funds can be used for
voluntary CEIS (for non-
disabled students)

No need to use federal
funds to supplement PBIS

Example: If the LEA IDEA federal grant is
$1,000,000, 15% of award is $150,000
(voluntary CEIS calculation). Thus, $90,000
can be used as voluntary CEIS to cover the
remaining RTI cost since this is less than

$150,000.

No additional reporting
needed (other than
required MFS reporting)

Costs must be kept separate
and LEA must fulfill additional

CEIS reporting requirements
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
