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By order of the governor, South Carolina school districts closed school buildings for the end of the 2019–20 school year, but continued to provide an education for South Carolina students. To support districts, schools, and teachers for other potential emergency closings and flexibility in 2020–21, the Office of Educator Effectiveness and Leadership Development would appreciate your feedback on the following questions. 

A) In the event that the district’s training calendar or regular school year are impacted by the need for students or staff to adopt social distancing practices, what measures does the district propose to take to support induction teachers and mentors or teachers new to the facilitation of distance learning? 

B) In the event that the district’s training calendar or regular school year are impacted by the need for students or staff to adopt social distancing practices, what measures does the district propose to take to support teacher evaluators? 

C) Considering the emergency provisions to ADEPT needed for the end of 2019–20 and the considerable flexibility all teachers and districts have shown in planning for 2020–21, what support would you like to see from the Office of Educator Effectiveness and Leadership Development?
