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Starting in fall 2018, implementation of the new SC Teaching Standards (SCTS) 4.0 Rubric will impact educators across all grade levels and content areas. The SCTS 4.0 rubric is designed to be holistic. The pre- and post-conferences built into the process will promote reflection and more frequent, objective feedback to teachers. Although our office has spent many hours with district and school leaders in preparation for the transition, we want to make sure teachers have direct access to ask questions and get information.

While some districts have already begun the implementation process, others are ramping up by exposing teachers and administrators to various components of the rubric. Below you will find best practice a few strategies that can help you get started with the rubric.  
· Look over the proficient column of the SC Teaching Standards (SCTS) 4.0 Rubric and find which indicators are most closely connected to the professional learning you’re doing this year. How does the language reflect what’s already happening in your classroom? 
· Collaborate with colleagues in a similar content area or grade level. What would one specific rubric indicator look like and sound like in your classrooms? 
· If you mentor a new teacher or participate in PLCs, begin to use language from the rubric descriptors. How is the rubric connected to your work? How can you provide actionable feedback using language from the rubric?
