[bookmark: _Toc48698908][bookmark: _Toc49934160]On June 25, 2022, President Joseph R. Biden signed into law the Bipartisan Safer Communities Act (BSCA). Through this legislation, the US Congress authorized $1 billion in formula funding under Title IV, Part A of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA) to state educational agencies (SEAs) to provide students with safer and healthier learning environments. Under the BSCA Stronger Connections grant program, the South Carolina Department of Education (SCDE) received $15,353,308 and must award 95 percent of these funds competitively to high-need local educational agencies (LEAs) to fund activities allowable under section 4108 of the ESEA.

[bookmark: _Hlk121166965]The purpose of the Stronger Connections subgrant program, as stated in the frequently asked questions, is to provide students with safer and healthier learning environments. Subgrant funds must be used to develop, implement, and evaluate comprehensive programs within high need LEAs, and support only activities allowable under section 4108 of the ESEA (see F, page 2). 

Approximately $10,400,000 will be available for new subgrants in this competition. The SCDE anticipates awarding approximately 29 subgrants, with the minimum of $50,000 and the maximum award being $350,000. Award amounts will be determined based on the quality of applications received and total funding requested. Final budgets may be negotiated based on demonstrated needs. All subgrant awards are contingent upon total allocations to the SCDE by the US Department of Education (USED).

The maximum subgrant period is 15 months and is subject to the availability of federal funds and projects meeting all Stronger Connections program requirements. The subgrant period is July 1, 2024, through September 30, 2025.

The subgrantee may obligate funds upon receipt of the grant award notice. However, no funds will be disbursed until after July 1, 2024. Subgrant payments are made on a cost-reimbursement basis so applicants should have at least three months of operating funds at their disposal to implement the program to compensate for any delays in receiving reimbursement payments.

Eligible applicants are South Carolina LEAs (school districts) that demonstrate a high need, as identified by 1) a high percentage of students living in poverty (40 percent or higher) and 2) either a high rate of bullying/harassment, a high rate of chronic absenteeism, or a high rate of exclusionary discipline. See page 49 for a list of LEAs that are eligible to apply.

To be eligible to receive competitive priority points, an applicant must describe a comprehensive plan to address bullying and harassment incidents. Priority points will be awarded based on a clear plan to revise, update, and outline additional interventions as a part of a South Carolina’s Muli-Tiered System of Supports (SCMTSS). In addition, the applicant must clearly describe how students, families, and community voices will be included in developing the comprehensive plan. LEAs must describe a plan to disseminate this information to all stakeholders. Applicants must upload the 2–4-page comprehensive plan as a separate PDF in the Application Attachments section of the online application (see pages 18 and 27). 

Up to ten priority points will be awarded for this priority. An applicant is not eligible to receive competitive priority points unless their application earns an average score of 70 points or higher.

ESEA Sec.4108
The Stronger Connections subgrant is to provide students with safer and healthier learning environments. Funds must be used to develop, implement, and evaluate comprehensive programs within high-need LEAs through activities allowable under section 4108 of the ESEA (page 226).

1. SEC. 4108. [20 U.S.C. 7118] ACTIVITIES TO SUPPORT SAFE AND HEALTHY STUDENTS.
Subject to section 4106(f), each local educational agency, or consortium of such agencies, that receives an allocation under section 4105(a) shall use a portion of such funds to develop, implement, and evaluate comprehensive programs and activities that—
(1) are coordinated with other schools and community-based services and programs;
(2) foster safe, healthy, supportive, and drug-free environments that support student academic achievement;
(3) promote the involvement of parents in the activity or program;
(4) may be conducted in partnership with an institution of higher education, business, nonprofit organization, community-based organization, or other public or private entity with a demonstrated record of success in implementing activities described in this section; and

(ii) professional development and training for school and specialized instructional support personnel and interested community members in prevention, education, early identification, intervention mentoring, recovery support services and, where appropriate, rehabilitation referral, as related to drug and violence prevention;
(B) in accordance with sections 4001 and 4111—
(i) school-based mental health services, including early identification of mental health symptoms, drug use, and violence, and appropriate referrals to direct individual or group counseling services, which may be provided by school-based mental health services providers; and
(ii) school-based mental health services partnership programs that—
(I) are conducted in partnership with a public or private mental health entity or health care entity; and
(II) provide comprehensive school-based mental health services and supports and staff development for school and community personnel working in the school that are—

(ii) support a healthy, active lifestyle, including nutritional education and regular, structured physical education activities and programs, that may address chronic disease management with instruction led by school nurses, nurse practitioners, or other appropriate specialists or professionals to help maintain the well-being of students;
(iii) help prevent bullying and harassment;
(iv) improve instructional practices for developing relationship-building skills, such as effective communication, and improve safety through the recognition and prevention of coercion, violence, or abuse, including teen and dating violence, stalking, domestic abuse, and sexual violence and harassment;
(v) provide mentoring and school counseling to all students, including children who are at risk of academic failure, dropping out of school, involvement in criminal or delinquent activities, or drug use and abuse;
(vi) establish or improve school dropout and reentry programs; or
(vii) establish learning environments and enhance students’ effective learning skills that are essential for school readiness and academic success, such as by providing integrated systems of student and family supports;
(D) high-quality training for school personnel, including specialized instructional support personnel, related to—
(i) suicide prevention;
(ii) effective and trauma informed practices in classroom management;
(iii) crisis management and conflict resolution techniques;
(iv) human trafficking (defined, for purposes of this subparagraph, as an act or practice described in paragraph (9) or (10) of section 103 of the Trafficking Victims Protection Act of 2000 (22 U.S.C. 7102));
(v) school-based violence prevention strategies;

(ii) ensuring that all service and community partners are aligned with the academic expectations of a community school in order to improve student success; and
(iii) strengthening relationships between schools and communities; or
(I) pay for success initiatives aligned with the purposes of this section.

· Implement plans to prevent and address bullying and harassment that include integrating anti-bullying practices or programs into schools that enhance learning and help prevent bullying and harassment;  improving practices for developing relationship-building skills and the prevention of harassment violence; and promoting self-advocacy, conflict resolution, stress management, problem solving, and other areas that build social skills, and mental and behavioral health. Providing ongoing, job-embedded, professional learning opportunities related to bullying and harassment prevention.
· Professional development and training for available school staff and interested community members in violence prevention, character development, education, early identification, and supporting and responding to student needs.
· Professional development and training for available school staff in trauma identification and trauma-informed care, linguistically responsive practices, intervention, mentoring, recovery support services and, where appropriate, rehabilitation referral.

The SCDE is responsible for monitoring the Stronger Connections subgrant program implementation to provide students with safer and healthier learning environments in accordance with the following program accountability requirements:
· Each subrecipient receiving funds through this RFP meets the eligibility requirements for the subgrant described herein, and the applicant has provided all required assurances that it will comply with all program implementation and reporting requirements established through this RFP.
· Each subrecipient receiving funds through this RFP appropriately uses these funds as described in this application package.
· Each subrecipient implements activities funded through this application within the timeline in which the funds provided are to be used.

In compliance with 2 CFR Part 200.205, the SCDE will conduct a pre-award risk assessment of potential subgrantees before a subgrant award is issued. Because only South Carolina LEAs are eligible to apply for this subaward, the SCDE will use results of the most recent risk assessment of LEAs, the annual risk assessment required under §200.332, conducted in early 2024, as the applicant pre-award risk assessment for this competition. The SCDE’s Office of Auditing Services reserves the right to conduct a further evaluation of the applicant’s financial system, internal controls, and policies and procedures. 

Applicants awarded subgrant funds must satisfy periodic reporting and accountability requirements throughout the term of the subgrant. These requirements address: (1) program accountability; (2) performance reporting; (3) annual budget; (4) monitoring; (5) program evaluation; and (6) technical assistance.

1. Program Accountability
Each subgrantee is responsible for carrying out its responsibilities in accordance with the Stronger Connections subgrant program; all applicable statutes, regulations, and programmatic guidance; and its approved subgrant application and work plan. Subgrantees are also required to submit periodic reports to the SCDE to report on the use of subgrant funds and the progress of subgrant activities.

2. Performance Reporting
Performance reporting requirements include those for both programmatic reporting and fiscal reporting. The subgrantee is responsible for ensuring that all required performance reports are accurate, complete, and submitted on time.

Programmatic Reporting Requirements
Progress toward achieving subgrant goals and objectives will be monitored through the required performance report process. The following is required of all subgrant recipients: Interim report due by January 30, 2025, and an end of subgrant programmatic report due by September 30, 2025.

Fiscal Reporting Requirements
All expenditure reports must be submitted through the SCDE’s grants accounting processing system (GAPS). GAPS training will be provided to subgrantees during the subgrantee award meeting. Submission of expenditure reports will be accepted monthly but is required at least quarterly throughout the subgrant award period (see the following table).

Subgrantees must submit a final fiscal report to the SCDE by December 30, 2025, that covers the duration of the subaward.


3. Project Budget
A project budget of projected expenditures to be funded by the subgrant must be submitted with the application. Approved budgets must be uploaded into GAPS by subgrantees after the receipt of the subgrant award notification and prior to submitting any reimbursement requests.

4. Monitoring
The SCDE will monitor subgrantees by reviewing and approving the progress reports and annual performance reports. All information in monitoring reports is subject to verification.

The SCDE may conduct programmatic and financial monitoring site visits. Subgrantees must agree to site visits conducted by SCDE or federal program representatives. The purpose of site visits is to validate information provided in fiscal and program reports and to gather more detailed information on implementation efforts and challenges from interviews and observations for monitoring and evaluation purposes. The Office of Student Support will provide desktop monitoring for all funded programs. 

The SCDE may require additional information from the subgrantee, verify information with the authorizing agency, or require the submission of additional documentation including, but not limited to, invoices, receipts, and personnel time and effort reports. Prior to a site visit, the subgrantee may be required to submit additional relevant information that will allow the SCDE to conduct a useful, efficient, and effective visit. The SCDE may require electronic submission of documents instead of a paper-copy submission.

SCDE staff will verify the contents of documentation submitted. Subgrantee may be asked to revise reports when
· non-allowable expenses are found;
· reports are confusing or difficult to understand; or
· there are unexplained discrepancies between the proposed use of subgrant funds, as provided in the annual budget, and actual expenditures found in the submitted documentation.

5. Program Evaluation
Subgrantee Project Monitoring and Evaluation
Subgrantees are required to conduct ongoing monitoring and evaluation to ensure project goals are achieved. While hiring an external monitoring and evaluation contractor is not required, it is also not prohibited. Progress toward meeting project goals is to be reported through the report review process.

A final project evaluation report is to be completed and submitted by the end of the subgrant period. The final evaluation report must address project success toward each goal stated in the application. If a subgrantee fails to conduct the final project evaluation report before the end of the subgrant period, or if any of the performance requirements in section I.2 are not completed, the SCDE may consider the subgrantee a high risk and elect to discontinue funding or disqualify the subgrantee from future funding opportunities.

SCDE External Review
The SCDE is required to contract for an external evaluation of the Stronger Connections subgrant. The USED or its representatives may conduct evaluation of the Stronger Connections subgrant program as well. Subgrantees are required to comply with any request by the USED or its evaluation subcontractor, or the SCDE and its evaluation subcontractor, including, but not limited to, requests for information, site visits, interviews, completing surveys, or participating in data collections.

6. Technical Assistance to Subgrantees
[bookmark: _Toc125034976]Subgrantees are required to participate in all technical assistance that the SCDE may conduct for the Stronger Connections subgrant. Delivery of such technical assistance may include in-person meetings, webinars and conference calls.

J. [bookmark: _Toc160021808]Fiscal Operations

Subgrantees must use subgrant funds for allowable subgrant expenditures during the subgrant period. Stronger Connections subgrant funds are disbursed on a reimbursement basis. The SCDE will de-obligate any unspent funds remaining at the end of the subgrant period for reallocation to other subgrantees. Indirect costs are allowed. An LEA must use its restricted indirect cost rate.

Allowable Costs
Subgrant funds must be used in accordance with ESEA section 4108 (see pages 2–4) and must be used to:
· Design and implement high quality, comprehensive emergency operating plans and emergency drills
· Support safety and violence prevention program
· Integrated support services for students
· Professional development and trainings

· Hire staff (e.g.) school-based mental health professional, behavior specialist, social worker, school counselors, school psychologists, post-secondary education transition coaches, student support coordinators, student success coaches, and school resource officer)
· Used for equipment such as surveillance cameras, and metal detectors (not exceeding $5,000)
· Contract with external service-providers
· Stipends for educator training and professional development.

Unallowable Costs
Subgrantees may not use Stronger Connections subgrant funds for any costs that provide for any unauthorized activities described in Section H (see page 7).

Stronger Connections subgrant funds must supplement, not supplant, existing services and may not be used to supplant federal, state, local, or non-federal funds. Projects may not use subgrant funds to pay for existing levels of services funded from any other sources. 

L. [bookmark: _Toc125034978][bookmark: _Toc160021810]Review and Selection Process

Only those applications received by May 1, 2024, at 11:59 p.m. and deemed complete will be forwarded for review and funding consideration. All required materials including forms and appendices must be submitted for the application to be considered complete and eligible for review. Office of Student Support program staff will conduct an initial review of applications for completeness and compliance with the RFP instructions. No incomplete applications will be forwarded to reviewers or considered for funding.

Three reviewers from diverse backgrounds without a vested interest in any applicant being funded will evaluate each application based on the quality of the proposed activities and the capability of the applicant to implement the proposed project. The review team will be comprised of experienced grant readers from various professions and entities, including the SCDE. 

Reviewers will use the scoring rubric on pages 30–35 to read and score each application independently. After the three reviewers have individually rated each application, the scores will be averaged. An application can earn up to 110 points for an average score. Applications that fail to earn an average score of 80 or higher will not be eligible for funding.

Competitive priority points will be assigned to eligible applications earning an average score of at least 70 points or higher as rated by the reviewers. Priority points will be assigned by an impartial designee, added to the application’s average total score, and awarded only once per application. A maximum of 10 competitive priority points may be awarded for applications that meet the specific competitive priority as defined on page 1.

Applications will be rank ordered by averaged scores. Subject to the SCDE’s final approval and the availability of federal funds, subgrant awards will be made starting with applications that earned an average score of 80 points or higher. If funds remain following these awards, the SCDE will consider funding remaining applications that earned an average score within the adequate/meets range until all funds are allocated.

Prior to making awards, the Office of Student Support will use the results of the SCDE’s annual risk assessment of LEAs conducted in early 2024 as the pre-award risk assessment for this competition. Based upon the results of this assessment, special conditions may be applied to the award that may include, but are not limited to, requirements for more frequent programmatic or financial reporting, increased monitoring of subgrant activities, and the provision of additional technical assistance. The SCDE reserves the right to interview applicants recommended for funding, request additional documentation, and make a site visit as appropriate to ensure compliance with federal requirements.

The SCDE reserves the right to negotiate final budgets and to disqualify costs associated with any line items that are unallowable, unallocable, unreasonable, or inconsistent with the program’s goals or the proposed project’s activities and strategies.

Subawards are not final until an SCDE subgrant award notice is fully executed. Notification of funding will be sent in July 2024 to the authorized official listed on the Certification Signature Page. After the notification of awards, copies of the reviewers’ comments and score sheets will be sent to the contact person identified in the online application.

The request for review must be directed to the State Superintendent of Education and must state the reasons for the request. This section presents the case for the project, and how implementing a comprehensive plan that incorporates evidence-based strategies will meet each student’s physical, and mental well-being needs; create safe, supportive, and healthy school environments; and increase access to interventions and services. 

Applicant must:

Strategies are considered those tasks that support school safety assessments, such as improving safety plans, increasing access to integrated student supports, implementing South Carolina’s Muli-Tiered System of Supports (SCMTSS), and improving meaningful family engagement opportunities. In addition, strategies and activities must aim to foster safe, healthy, supportive, drug free environments and support students’ academic achievement.

Both strategies and activities must relate to the line item costs in the budget narrative for the proposed project. Any activities that require funding must be described in the strategies and activities section and must be explained in the budget narrative or the item(s) will not be funded. If a strategy or activity does not “equate to a dollar sign,” it is not a true strategy or activity.

The following describes the line items that should be budgeted in each category.

Salaries/Stipends (100)
This category includes pay for salaries for staff members and substitutes and stipends for teachers. The total percentage of time charged to the subgrant and to non-grant funds cannot exceed 100 percent of the total time worked by any staff member.

Employee Benefits (200)
FICA, workers’ compensation, health insurance, and other employee benefits costs should be included here. These costs will represent a percentage of the total in Salaries/Stipends (100).

Purchased Services (300)
Expenses such as consultant fees, travel/transportation costs, telephone costs, and other purchased services will be included here. This includes amounts paid for personal services rendered by personnel who are not on the payroll and for other specialized services purchased by the organization. While a product may or may not result from the transaction, the primary reason for the purchase is the service provided. Note: Salaries for direct teachers and project staff should be recorded in Salaries/Stipends (100) and not in this section.

For a subgrantee to pay a vendor with federal funds, a contract must be in place. At a minimum, the contract should include the scope of services, the duration of the contract, and the method and amount of payment; the contract must be executed by both parties. Other Objects (600)
This category includes expenditures such as postage, liability insurance fees, and copyright fees that do not neatly fit into the other categories.

Indirect Costs (700)

Chronic Absenteeism—Any student in grade K-12 who misses 50 percent or more of the instructional day for any reason for 10 percent (or more) of the enrollment period. All types of absences contribute to chronic absenteeism: excused absences, unexcused absences, and suspensions. A student is absent if he or she is not physically on school grounds and is not participating in instruction or instruction-related activities at an approved off-grounds location for the school day.

Cognizant Agency—The entity responsible for negotiating indirect cost rate proposals with applicant organizations. The SCDE serves as the cognizant agency for all LEAs/public school districts in South Carolina.

Collaborative Partner—An organization that provides routine, regular, and ongoing services to the project as outlined in a signed memorandum of agreement (e.g., the regular use of facilities and equipment, mentors/tutors). A collaborative partner plays a critical role in sustaining the project as subgrant funds decrease.
