	Main Idea Detection: Identifies the topic from predictable language and messages (e.g. train schedules, roadmaps, street signs) and short, non-complex texts that convey basic information and include contextual or extralinguistic support (reading). Identifies the topic from simple sentences in messages and instructions and demonstrates understanding of familiar questions and statements from simple sentences in conversations (listening).
