RE: Introduction to Text-Dependent Writing on SC READY English Language Arts 

(ELA) and the End-of-Course Examination Program (EOCEP) English 2 assessments 
 
 
Office of Assessment and Standards will offer a free, one-day professional learning opportunity 
(PLO) for up to three ELA instructional leaders and one special populations leader from 
each district in South Carolina. Each district should consider sending one representative each 
from elementary school, middle school, and high school, and one representative from special 
populations such as multi-lingual learners, students with disabilities, or gifted and talented 
students.  
 
The purpose of this PLO is to introduce the new Text-Dependent Writing item that will be field-
tested for SC READY ELA and the EOCEP English 2 assessments in spring 2024. Participants 
will have the opportunity to 

• learn more about the transition from Text-Dependent Analysis to Text-Dependent 
Writing; 

• learn more about how the new test items and rubrics align to the 2023 South Carolina 
College- and Career-Ready ELA Standards; 

• examine sample prompts and texts; and 
• examine the new scoring rubrics. 

 
Each session will utilize a train-the-trainer model so that attendees will be able to train teachers 
in their districts to instruct students in preparation for the Text-Dependent Writing item on the 
State Summative Assessments.
