Title: Multilingual Learner Program 1-8
This course is designed for students identified as multilingual learners (MLs) through the ML identification process who have not yet met the English Language Proficiency (ELP) reclassification/exit criteria defined by the State. Instruction will be provided as a Class Period to promote high levels of English language proficiency in listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Students will develop content and language concurrently, with academic content as a context for language learning and language within the WIDA English Language Development (ELD) Standards Framework, 2020 Edition (adopted by South Carolina in May 2021). This course earns elective credit and cannot be used in place of the grade-level English course. In addition, the course must be recorded in the student's Individualized Language Acquisition Plan (ILAP).

Title: Multilingual Learner Program Literacy 1-4
This course is designed for students identified as multilingual learners (MLs) through the ML identification process with a WIDA ACCESS English Language Proficiency (ELP) score ranging between 1.0 and 4.3 and have an English Language Proficiency (ELP) Literacy score of 3.0 or lower or WIDA Alternate ACCESS ELP of 1, such as newcomer or SLIFE. Instruction will be provided to promote high levels of English language proficiency in listening, speaking, reading, and writing. In alignment with the WIDA English Language Development (ELD) Standards Framework, 2020 Edition (adopted by South Carolina in May 2021), students will focus on building proficiency in literacy with collaborative, interpretive language, productive language learning opportunities, and developing their metalinguistic awareness and accuracy of English language production. This course earns elective credit and cannot be used in place of the grade-level English course. In addition, the course must be recorded in the student's Individualized Language Acquisition Plan (ILAP).

Title: MLP Services
Code: 0679

This support model does not earn elective credit and cannot be used in place of the grade-level English course. It can only be used to connect students to the Multilingual Learner Program Specialist (MLPS) for services other than a class period. In addition, the service must be recorded in the student's Individualized Language Acquisition Plan (ILAP).
