Key skills were listed for each unit and included the standard correlation.  Social studies units were divided into approximately two week periods with key skills/standards listed.  Health and science units were divided with consideration for delivery of science kits. Health plans were organized by month and listed each standard under each unit.  Key skills need to be listed to provide clarification. The teacher’s reflection, indicates utilization of the district pacing guides, and also tries to match social studies units with basal stories in guided reading to integrate the curriculum. 

SUGGESTION:

The teacher needs to include key skills with health plans.

The teacher  provided examples of both before asking students to participate in a SMART board activity on this skill.  When reviewing letter teams, the teacher reminded students that /sh, /ch/ and /th/ can be at the beginning and ending of words, but /ng/ was not at the beginning of words.
