The Local Education Agency (LEA) Programs for Neglected and Delinquent Children and Youth provides formula grants to state educational agencies to establish and improve education programs for neglected and delinquent children and youth.  

The purpose of the South Carolina Department of Education (SCDE) LEA Programs for Neglected and Delinquent Children and Youth Program is to support the operation of LEA programs that involve collaboration with locally operated correctional facilities to

1. carry out high quality education programs to prepare children and youth for secondary school completion, training, employment, or further education; 
2. provide activities to facilitate the transition of such children and youth from the correctional program to further education or employment; and
3. operate programs in local schools for children and youth returning from correctional facilities and programs which may serve at-risk children and youth.

Eligible applicants must complete and submit the online application, as outlined in the attached application instructions, by 4:00 p.m., Friday, October 2, 2015.  See the attached application instructions for a list of LEAs eligible to receive funds and for guidance on preparing and submitting the application.  Deadline extensions will not be permitted.  Applications received after the deadline will not be considered for funding.

Funding Authorization
The Prevention and Intervention Programs for Children and Youth Who Are Neglected, Delinquent, or At Risk is authorized by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) of 1965, as amended, Title I, Part D; Sections 1401–1432; 20 U.S.C. 6421–6472. 

Program Purpose
The purpose of the LEA Programs for Neglected and Delinquent Children and Youth is to support the operation of local educational agency programs that involve collaboration with locally operated correctional facilities to
1. carry out high quality education programs to prepare children and youth for secondary school completion, training, employment, or further education;
2. provide activities to facilitate the transition of such children and youth from the correctional program to further education or employment; and,
3. operate programs in local schools for children and youth returning from correctional facilities and programs which may serve at-risk children and youth.

Eligibility
According to Subpart 2, Section 1422, eligible LEAs must have “high numbers or percentages of children and youth residing in locally operated (including county operated) correctional facilities for children and youth (including facilities involved in community day programs).”  The SCDE’s Office of Federal and State Accountability has determined the following LEAs are eligible to receive funding under this program for 2015–16:

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Applicants may be subjected to an evaluation of their financial system, internal controls processes, and policies and procedures by the SCDE’s Office of Auditing Services before a grant award is issued or during the grant term.  The review process and procedures are accessible at http://ed.sc.gov/agency/as/.

To receive funding, eligible LEAs must submit a complete application to the SCDE as instructed below.  Once the application is approved, the LEA is required to comply with all applicable statutory and regulatory requirements.

In compliance with the Federal Acquisitions Rule (FAR) § 52.204‑7, all recipients of federal grant funds are required to have a DUNS number.  The DUNS number is assigned by Dun & Bradstreet, Inc. (D&B) to identify unique business entities.  Applicants should contact their finance office if they need assistance with this item. Subrecipients of federal funds are required by 2 CFR 25 to register in the System for Award Management (SAM) to be eligible to receive a grant award.  Subrecipients are also required to maintain an active SAM registration for the duration of the grant award.  To register or to check the status of registration, visit the SAM Web site at https://www.sam.gov.  Applicants should contact their finance office if they need assistance with this item.  Allow for ample time in preparing and submitting a registration to SAM as this process can take several weeks to receive an approval.

The LEA must consult with the proposed N&D facility or site to coordinate the program application, implementation, and evaluation and to address all program activity components as described in the application.

Program Requirements for Correctional Facilities Receiving Funds 
Subpart 2, Section 1425 states that each correctional facility entering into an agreement with an LEA under section 1423(2) to provide services to children and youth under this subpart shall 
1. where feasible, ensure that educational programs in the correctional facility are coordinated with the student's home school, particularly with respect to a student with an individualized education program under part B of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act;
2. if the child or youth is identified as in need of special education services while in the correctional facility, notify the child’s or youth’s local school of such need;
3. where feasible, provide transition assistance to help the child or youth stay in school, including coordination of services for the family, counseling, assistance in accessing drug and alcohol abuse prevention programs, tutoring, and family counseling;
4. provide support programs that encourage children and youth who have dropped out of school to reenter school once their term at the correctional facility has been completed, or provide such children and youth with the skills necessary to gain employment or seek a secondary school diploma or its recognized equivalent;
5. work to ensure that the correctional facility is staffed with teachers and other qualified staff who are trained to work with children and youth with disabilities, taking into consideration the unique needs of such children and youth;
6. ensure that educational programs in the correctional facility are related to assisting students to meet high academic achievement standards;
7. to the extent possible, use technology to assist in coordinating educational programs between the correctional facility and the community school;
8. where feasible, involve parents in efforts to improve the educational achievement of their children and prevent the further involvement of such children in delinquent activities;
9. coordinate funds received under this subpart with other local, state, and federal funds available to provide services to participating children and youth, such as funds made available under Title I of Public Law 105-220 and vocational and technical education funds;
10. coordinate programs operated under this subpart with activities funded under the Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention Act of 1974 and other comparable programs, if applicable; and
11. if appropriate, work with local businesses to develop training, curriculum-based youth entrepreneurship education, and mentoring programs for children and youth.

Funding Period
The grant period is from July 1, 2015, through September 30, 2016.  Funds will not be carried forward from the previous grant period.  If a program cannot be implemented as planned, contact Basil Harris to assess and provide options.



Use of Funds 
Subpart 2, Section 1424 details that funds may be used, as appropriate, for 
1. programs that serve children and youth returning to local schools from correctional facilities, to assist in the transition of such children and youth to the school environment and to help them remain in school in order to complete their education;
2. dropout prevention programs that serve at-risk children and youth, including pregnant and parenting teens, children, and youth who have come in contact with the juvenile justice system; children and youth at least one year behind their expected grade level; migrant youth; immigrant youth; students with limited English proficiency; and gang members;
3. the coordination of health and social services for such individuals if there is a likelihood that the provision of such services, including day care, drug and alcohol counseling, and mental health services, will improve the likelihood that such individuals will complete their education;
4.	special programs to meet the unique academic needs of participating children and youth, including vocational and technical education, special education, career counseling, curriculum-based youth entrepreneurship education, and assistance in securing student loans or grants for postsecondary education; and
5.	programs providing mentoring and peer mediation.

Program Evaluation 
As required by Subpart 3, Section 1431, each participating LEA will evaluate their program no less than once every three years.  Data will be disaggregated on participation by gender, race, ethnicity, and age to determine the program’s impact on the ability of participants to
1. maintain and improve educational achievement;
2. accrue school credits that meet state requirements for grade promotion and secondary school graduation;
3. make the transition to a regular program or other education program operated by an LEA;
4. complete secondary school (or secondary school equivalency requirements) and obtain employment after leaving the correctional facility or institution for neglected or delinquent children and youth; and
5. participate in postsecondary education and job training programs (as appropriate).

The disaggregation requirement may not be required in a case in which the number of students in a category is insufficient to yield statistically reliable information or the results would reveal personally identifiable information about an individual student.

In conducting each evaluation, the LEA will use multiple and appropriate measures of student progress.

The annual LEA evaluation must use facility/site data for all components of the evaluation.  The annual evaluation results will be compiled into the third-year evaluation and will be used to plan and improve subsequent programs for participating children and youth. 

Each LEA will
1. submit an end-of-year evaluation by August 14, 2016, to the SCDE, and 
2. use the results of the evaluation to plan and improve subsequent programs for participating children and youth.

The SCDE will review the LEA’s evaluation results and make recommendations for subsequent improvements.

Accountability
In compliance with Subpart 2, Section 1426, the SCDE may reduce or terminate funding for the project if the LEA does not show progress in reducing dropout rates for male and female students over a three-year period.  

Also, the SCDE may require correctional facilities or institutions for neglected or delinquent children and youth to demonstrate, after receiving assistance under this subpart for three years, that there has been an increase in the number of children and youth returning to school, obtaining a secondary school diploma or its recognized equivalent, or obtaining employment after such children and youth are released.

2. LEA N&D Application Addendum (if applicable)
3. Overall Budget Report Form
4. Certification Signature Page

Applicants are encouraged to prepare the proposal narrative and all attachments as directed before beginning the online submission.  An applicant will not be able to save a partially completed application, so the applicant should be prepared to enter and submit the application information all at once.

By signing the Certification Signature Page, the signatories assure that they will comply with all the assurances and terms and conditions for the project.  All signatories must understand that they are signing a document that is legally binding in the event a grant is awarded.  Applications that do not include the signed Certification Signature Page will not be reviewed or considered for funding.
