RE:	USDA Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program

Funding for the Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program (FFVP) is available for the 2015–16 school year through section 19 of the Richard B. Russell National School Lunch Act.  Participating schools must offer fresh fruits and vegetables as a snack to students during the school day at times other than at breakfast, lunch, or in an afterschool program.  The FFVP targets elementary schools with the highest percentage of students eligible for free and reduced-price meals (at least 50 percent or higher).  Schools will be selected based on the highest percentage of eligible students using the March 2015 Meal Count Data by Site (SNP Lunch) data collected in the South Carolina Automated Payment System (SCAPS). 

Public schools that participated in the 2014–15 FFVP and meet current eligibility requirements must complete the 2015–16 FFVP Application as directed in section I of the attached Application Submission Instructions.  Current participation does not guarantee continued participation in FFVP.  Public schools that are not currently participating in the program are required to complete the 2015–16 FFVP Application as directed in section II of the attached Application Submission Instructions. The FFVP funding period is July 1, 2015, through June 30, 2016. The level of funding provided to any one school will be $50 per student.

The FFVP application must be submitted online no later than Friday, April 28, 2015, at https://adobeformscentral.com/?f=osbkhr00tAYZIq3XxwewlQ.  See the attached Application Submission Instructions for directions on how to properly complete and submit the application. [bookmark: _Toc410389621]Funding Authorization
The Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program (FFVP) is authorized under Section 19 of the Richard B. Russell National School Lunch Act (http://www.fns.usda.gov/sites/default/files/NSLA.pdf).

[bookmark: _Toc410389622]Eligibility and Selection Criteria
Schools (including Residential Child Care Centers, Private, Parochial, and Charter Schools) will be selected from applications submitted to the South Carolina Department of Education’s Office of Health and Nutrition based on this guidance and the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA).  Section 19 of the National School Lunch Act requires the following selection criteria for participating schools:
· Only elementary schools may participate. An eligible elementary school (as defined in section 9101 of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 7801)) is a nonprofit institutional day or residential school, including a public elementary charter school, that provides elementary education, as determined under state law.
· Selected schools must also operate the National School Lunch Program (http://www.fns.usda.gov/cnd/lunch/).
· Each interested school must submit an application for participation in the FFVP.
· Each selected school must have 50 percent or more of its students eligible for free and reduced-price meals.
· Highest priority must be given to schools with the highest percentages of low-income students. 
· The total enrollment of all schools selected must result in a per-student allocation of at least $50 per year.

Residential Child Care Centers, Private, Parochial, and Charter Schools who wish to submit an application to participate in the FFVP for the first time must have a site visit by the SCDE’s Office of Health and Nutrition prior to receiving a grant award to confirm sufficient logistics are in place to support successful FFVP implementation. Applicants may be subjected to an evaluation of their financial system, internal controls, and policies and procedures by the SCDE’s Office of Auditing Services before a grant award is used or during the grant term. No password is required to join the session.  Participants should enter their full names when logging in to the session.  Participants will be able to log in 30 minutes prior to the start of the session to test their equipment and download/print handouts.

Applicable Federal and State Regulations
Applicants should review the following federal regulations, accessible at the electronic Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Web site (www.ecfr.gov), which are applicable to the FFVP program.  Applicants are reminded that, if funded, their programs must comply with these regulations.
· 2 CFR Part 200−Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards
· 2 CFR 417−USDA Debarment and Suspension regulation
· 2 CFR 421−Drug Free Workplace
· The SCDE’s Assurances and Terms and Conditions for Federal Awards and Subawards (rev. 1/2/14).

Applicants and all signatories should review the Assurances and Terms and Conditions for Federal Awards and Subawards (on pages 12–15) to ensure that, if awarded a grant, they are capable of full compliance, especially with all the referenced federal regulations and state laws, in order to enter into an agreement with the SCDE for this program.  For example, in compliance with 2 CFR Part 200.112, applicants must disclose in writing any potential conflict of interest to the SCDE in accordance with the conflict of interest policy of the applicable USDA.  A signed Certification Signature Page (see page 16) is required with the grant application and legally binds the applicant to the agency’s assurance and terms and conditions.

[bookmark: _Toc410389624]Allowable Use of Funds
The level of funding provided to any selected South Carolina school will be $50 per student.  The total amount of funds each school will receive will be based on the March 2015 Eligibility Report—Meal Count Data by Site (SNP Lunch) data in SCAPS.  

Please confirm with your district school food service director/supervisor that the correct free and reduced-price percentage is entered on your application.  Funds are to be used primarily to purchase fresh fruits and vegetables to be made available at no charge to all students.  No more than 10 percent of FFVP funds may be used for administrative costs incurred, such as labor costs for planning the program, managing the paperwork, obtaining the equipment needed, and all other aspects of FFVP that are not related to the preparation and service of fruits and vegetables.  The program should be structured so that the maximum amount of funds can be spent on fruits and vegetables for student consumption. 

Costs reported by the school for reimbursement must be allowable, actual costs and fully documented.  Schools must report labor costs in a manner that clearly identifies the actual time allocated to the FFVP.  Schools that contract with food service management companies (FSMC) must ensure that the FSMC is aware of all FFVP policies and rules and must carefully assess all contractual provisions allowing the FSMC to charge costs other than actual costs of fresh fruits and vegetables. 

[bookmark: _Toc410389625]Expectations of Participating Schools
Participating schools must make free fresh fruits and vegetables available to all enrolled students at times other than at meal service periods.  Participating elementary schools will provide information about participation, purchasing, and program costs to the Office of Health and Nutrition through the district’s School Food Authority.  Schools and districts must comply with all requests made by the South Carolina Department of Education (SCDE) and the USDA. 

Schools must structure their grant program to reflect FFVP’s goal to create healthier school environments by providing healthier food choices and the following strategies:
· expand the variety of fruits and vegetables children experience,
· increase children’s fresh fruit and vegetable consumption, and
· make a difference in children’s diets to impact their present and future health.

Monitoring of each school’s budget is critical in the success of the program; therefore, schools will develop and maintain a budget at the school level.  Schools are expected to exercise due diligence in spending their entire allocation.  Funds are distributed on a reimbursement basis.  Monthly claims will be submitted and processed through the SCAPS by the district’s School Food Authority.

Each school wishing to participate in the program must submit the FFVP application online at https://adobeformscentral.com/?f=osbkhr00tAYZIq3XxwewlQ by 5:00 p.m., Friday, April 28, 2015.  The FFVP school team should coordinate with the district’s school food service director to successfully complete the application for submission by the deadline. 

Eligible applicants must be registered with Dunn and Bradstreet, Inc. for DUNS number assignment and be registered and current in the federal System for Award Management (www.sam.gov) and maintain an active SAM registration with current information at all times during the active award.  Applicants must include their DUNS number in their application and confirm their current registration with SAM.

Applicants must complete the information requested online and submit a proposal that includes the School Proposal Narrative and signed Certification Signature Page.  Follow the order below to ensure all information is collected, prepared, and saved as directed prior to completing the online submission.

1. Prepare the School Proposal Narrative based on your school’s plan to implement the program and save it as a PDF document.  Follow the directions in section I on page 6 if the applicant participated in the 2014–15 FFVP.  If the applicant did not participate in the 2014–15 FFVP, follow the directions in section II on page 7.  
2. Obtain all signatures on the Certification Signature Page and save it as a PDF document.
3. Compile the information to be entered online from the screenshots below.

Applicants have the option to save their progress while entering their application online.  This will allow applicants to leave and return to an incomplete application prior to submitting.  Go to the Grant Opportunities Web page (http://ed.sc.gov/SCDE-Grant-Opportunities/), under the tutorials heading, to learn how to save and submit your application. 

To save your progress, click the save button.  You will be prompted to enter an e-mail address so it is important to enter the e-mail address of the person completing the online form.  This person will receive a notification with the hyperlink required to return to the incomplete application.  Be sure to enter the e-mail address correctly as SCDE personnel cannot access the hyperlink or the incomplete application.  A saved application is not a submitted application.  You must use the hyperlink to continue entering information into the form and click the submit button to complete the submission process.

Terms and Conditions

A. Completeness of Proposal.  All proposals should be complete and carefully worded and must contain all of the information requested by the South Carolina Department of Education (SCDE).  If you do not believe a section applies to your proposal, please indicate that fact.
B. Non-awards/Termination.  The SCDE reserves the right to reject any and all applications and to refuse to grant monies under this solicitation.  If the SCDE rejects an application, the applicant has a right to request a hearing, as provided by the SCDE Hearing Procedures, if it alleges the SCDE’s actions violate a state or federal statute or regulation by (1) disapproving of or failing to approve the application or project, in whole or in part, or (2) failing to provide funds in amounts in accordance with the requirements of statutes and regulations.
		After it has been awarded, the SCDE may terminate a grant by giving the grantee written notice of termination.  In the event of a termination after award, the SCDE shall reimburse the grantee for expenses incurred up to the notification of termination.  In addition, this grant may be terminated by the SCDE if the grantee fails to perform as promised in its proposal.
	In the event that this grant is terminated, the grantee shall have a right to a hearing as set forth in the SCDE Hearing Procedures.  The grantee must notify the SCDE of its request for a hearing within 30 days of receiving written notice of the termination.  If a hearing is requested, the SCDE will conduct the hearing in accordance with the SCDE Hearing Procedures.
C. Reduction in Budgets and Negotiations.  The SCDE reserves the right to negotiate budgets with applicants.  The SCDE may, at its sole discretion, determine that a proposed budget is excessive and may negotiate a lower budget with the applicant.  The applicant may at that time negotiate or withdraw its proposal.  In addition, the SCDE may desire to fund a project but not at the level proposed.  In that case, the SCDE shall notify the applicant of the amount that can be funded, and the applicant and the SCDE shall negotiate a modification to the proposal to accommodate the lower budget.  All final decisions are that of the SCDE.
D. Amendments to Grants.  Amendments are permitted generally for budgets, grant end date, and management upon the mutual agreement of the parties involved and will become effective when specified in writing and signed by both parties.  However, amendments to scope of work that significantly alter the original application proposal may trigger partial or full termination.
E. Use of Grant Funds.  Funds awarded are to be expended only for purposes and activities covered by the approved project plan and approved budget and budget narrative.
F. Submission of Expenditure Reports.  Claims for reimbursement must be made at least quarterly and consistent with calendar quarters (e.g., an expenditure report claim for costs for January 1 through March 30 must be filed by May 15).
G. Obligation of Grant Funds.  Grant funds may not be obligated prior to the effective date or subsequent to the end or termination date of the grant period.  No obligations are allowed after the end of the grant period.  The final request for expenditure report claims must be submitted no later than thirty (30) days after the end of the grant period.
H. De-obligation of Funds.  After a final expenditure report claim has been submitted to the SCDE, the grantee will go through the official de-obligation process with the SCDE.
I. Documentation.  The grantee must provide for accurate and timely recording of receipts and expenditures.  The grantee’s accounting system should distinguish receipts and expenditures attributable to each grant. J. Travel Costs.  Travel costs, if allowed under this solicitation, must not exceed limits noted in the United States General Services Administration (www.gsa.gov) regulations for lodging.  Meals and incidentals are limited by the state budget proviso, currently not to exceed $25 per day for in-state travel and $32 for out-of-state travel.  Mileage reimbursement must follow the current Office of Comptroller General instructions, which is consistent with the published IRS rates.
K. Honoraria.  Amounts paid in honoraria, if allowed under this grant, must be consistent with SCDE policies.  Applicants should check with the program office before budgeting for honoraria.
L. Reports.  The grantee shall submit, as required or instructed by the awarding program office, all reports (programmatic, financial, or evaluation) within the specified period or date and in the prescribed format.
