What factors have facilitated and/or impeded the therapy process with the student(s)?  
     
2. Describe the current speech-language therapy session. Consider the following questions as you prepare your response: What student objectives were addressed during the session? How did you establish and maintain interactions with the student(s)? What specific therapy strategies and/or techniques did you use during the session? What mental notes did you make during the session?

Consider the following questions as you prepare your response: To what extent did the student(s) make progress toward achieving the objectives, and how did you make this determination? If you had the opportunity to conduct this session again with this/these student/s, what adjustments would you make, if any, and why? What plans do you have for subsequent therapy sessions and/or follow-up with the student(s)? How will you determine when speech-language therapy is no longer necessary for the student(s)?
