The final report must be double-spaced and must include all of the following: 
1. Final report cover page located in this memorandum.

2. A one-page, double-spaced abstract summarizing the grant activities, including a list of accomplishments supported by grant funding. Include the number of students, teachers, and school community affected by the grant project.

3. Narrative (double-spaced and limited to ten pages) that includes a

a. description of how the program was evaluated;

b. summary of the results, findings, and evaluation of the current grant implementation year;

c. list any accomplishments of arts program supported by grant funding and a clear explanation of how these accomplishments affected student achievement in the arts;

d. clear explanation of how the 2010 South Carolina Academic Standards for the Visual and Performing Arts were implemented;

e. clear description of the extent to which the goals and objectives were achieved and strategies were implemented;

f. clear explanation of the rationale for actual expenditures as they relate to the grant strategies and action steps; and

g. For DAP recipients only, a summary of plans for the continuation of the three-year strategic plan into year-two or year-three. 

4. Support Materials that include

a. a detailed report of expenditures,

b. copies of the evaluation tools that were used to measure the goals and objectives, and
c. copies of news articles, curriculum guides, lesson plans, printed resources, and other instructional materials that were developed as a part of the project.  Each teacher involved in this grant must write and submit a Curriculum Leadership Institute for the Arts lesson plan (located at the end of this document including an explanation of the lesson plan.) The lesson plan must focus on at least one 2010 South Carolina Academic Standards for the Visual and Performing Arts listed in the standards implementation section of the original grant proposal and taught during the grant period.
