Also recognized by Mrs. Gardner-Jones was South Carolina’s 2011 Milken Educator,
Gresham Brown. Mr. Brown teaches fourth-grade language arts at Stone Academy in
Greenville. The Milken National Educator Awards were created to reward, retain, and
attract top professionals to the nation’s schools. Dubbed the “Oscars of Teaching” by
Teacher Magazine, the awards are the nation’s largest teacher recognition program. Since
the program’s inception, more than 2,500 educators (55 this year) have been recognized.
The Milken Educator Award comes with a $25,000 prize. Educators are recommended
for this honor without their knowledge by a blue-ribbon panel appointed by each state’s
department of education. Recipients are selected on the basis of numerous criteria and get
to participate in the Milken Educator Forum held in Los Angeles this spring.

Mrs. Gardner-Jones recognized Dr. Ray Davis, the nation’s 2010 Outstanding Guidance
Professional. Dr. Davis is the education associate for career guidance in the South
Carolina Department of Education’s Office of Career and Technology Education.

The Outstanding Guidance Professional honor is awarded by the guidance/career
development division of the Association for Career and Technical Education. The award
is presented to a career guidance professional for outstanding work in career guidance
and counseling at any level from junior high school to postsecondary and adult and
whose work at the local, state, and national level is deemed worthy of recognition.
