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Report of Principal and School Improvement Council

At the end of every school year, the School Improvement Council and the administration of Camden High
School are charged with writing a report to the community detailing the school’s accomplishments. We began
our Freshman Transition Program and instituted Leadership CHS classes. Our First time HSAP test takers
improved from 89.7% to 90.2% in English and 77.6% of our Math students scored above standard. Our 4 year
graduation rate is 88.0% while our five year graduation rate is 94.0%.

The 2012/2013 school year has been a year filled with accomplishments and recognition for our faculty, staff,
and school:

+  CHS Athletics continued its proud tradition with Region Championships in volleyball and individual region
championships in track and field.

+  One CHS student was named the Daughters of the American Revolution Kershaw County contest winner.
+  One CHS Senior received the prestigious James F. Byrnes Scholarship.

+ Our Academic Booster Club donated 4 scholarships to worthy students. They were able to provide this
through strong fundraising efforts and their continued leadership.

+  Our Kappa League program has welcomed 10 students into its ranks.

+  CHS had 8 Palmetto Fellows scholarship winners.

+  The Camden High School family continued their commitment to giving back to our community by performing
numerous service learning and fund-raising projects including: over $7,500 for Relay for Life, over $15,000 for
United Way, countless service hours to our community through Adopt-a-Highway, Habitat for Humanity, and
others. Bulldogs give back!

+  Our graduating class had 25 Distinguished Honor Graduates, 29 Honor Graduates and 41 SC Academic
Honors Medal Recipients.

+ 10 seniors were named to the Upchurch & Jowers All-County Academic Team.

+  Mrs. Meredith Kirkland was named the CHS Teacher of the Year and an Honor Roll Teacher by the KCSD.
Mrs. Amy Speaks was named the CHS and Kershaw County’s Reading Teacher of the Year.

+ CHS continued its cutting edge work with its Aquaponics lab, increasing student opportunity for hands-on
instruction.

+ 1 CHS senior was named the WLTX Player of the Week.

+  CHS Students donated over 2000 hours of community service.
