We also strive to provide all students with
first class opportunities in fine arts, athletics, clubs, intramurals, and community service. Our goal is to provide
an opportunity for every student to be actively involved outside of the classroom and we believe that will help
them to be more successful.

Dorman High School and Dorman Freshman Campus are pleased to report that 752 Cavaliers graduated this
year. The 2013 seniors earned $11,848,827 in scholarships for college. Our seniors have been well prepared
for their future, and we are excited to see the positive impact they will have on our community as 84.4% will be
attending college and 3.4% choosing a military career. Our students are fortunate to be in a school with
dedicated, talented, caring, and professional teachers. We are also very fortunate to have a very supportive,
dedicated, student centered, and active superintendent, district office staff, and board of trustees.
