Report of Principal and School

CFCS continues to pursue academic excellence at the local, state, and national levels. For the second consecutive year, CFCS earned the
Palmetto Gold Award, recognition as the Lakelands' Top Middle School, and another "A" Federal Accountability grade. The school also
received the National Beta School of Distinction Award, along with being named a Title | Reward School.

The CFCS Class of 2014 consisted of 24 graduates, earning over $891,694 in scholarships. Fourteen graduates received Life Scholarships.
Eight graduates plan to attend a four-year college or university, 15 will attend a technical school, and 1 joined the US Army. CFCS juniors
and seniors earned 174 dual credit hours this year through Lander University and Piedmont Technical College.

For the fifth consecutive year, a CFCS student was named the South Carolina Public Charter School District's "Outstanding High School
Student of the Year." For the second consecutive year, CFCS’s FFA Chapter was awarded their second consecutive Gold Emblem Chapter
Award. Both the boy’s basketball and boy’s track teams won CFCS's first region titles. Three students were named to SC's All State
Basketball Team. One was invited to play in SC's North-South basketball game, and another was invited to play in the prestigious North
Carolina-South Carolina basketball game. The boy’s baseball and girls’ basketball teams also advanced to the first round of the state play-
offs.

Over 100 students
participated in CFCS's service learning program, logging 2,593 volunteer hours within the school, community, and surrounding areas.
Student organizations such as the FFA and Beta Club sponsored several successful food drives, while other groups/individuals
participated in fundraising events for Relay for Life and March of Dimes.

we are proud of our accomplishments and excited about the future. With the continued support of parents, community members, and
business partners, we will continue to be a “School of Excellence.”
