The Career Education Center was created by legislature in 1976 to serve Beaufort and
Jasper County school districts jointly. Subsequently, the school was renamed Beaufort-
Jasper Academy for Career Excellence (ACE). The ACE Board includes three Beaufort
County members and three Jasper County members. Sixteen Career and Technology
Education (CATE) programs are available to students who choose to attend ACE. Programs
offer opportunities to earn a CATE program Completer Certificate, Beauty Culture and
Certified Nursing Assistant state licensure and Culinary Arts ProStart certification along with
meeting core academic requirements for South Carolina high school graduation. Students
are encouraged to explore the programs considered to be for concentrators of the
underrepresented gender enrolled in CATE programs identified as leading to nontraditional
training and employment.

ACT WorkKeys is a job skills assessment system measuring "real world" skills that employers believe are critical in the workplace.
This table below shows the number of certificates at what level earned by Career and Technology Education (CATE) completers
at this Career Center. Note that these data are self-reported by the Career Center.

In order to receive the National Career Readiness Certificate, a measure that indicates a student has the foundational workplace
skills to succeed, a student must take three subtests in WorkKeys: Applied Mathematics, Reading for Information, and Locating
Information.

Students can earn certificates at the Platinum, Gold, Silver, and Bronze level on WorkKeys assessments. A designation can only be
earned after a student has taken the three subtests required for the National Career Readiness Certificate. The table to the right
show the level score requirements for each certificate level.
