Our student council and National Junior Honor Society
sponsored several charitable events to include Pennies for Patients, American Heart Walk,
Soles for Souls, drives for local food banks, and Relay for Life. Our students learned the
value of citizenship and helped create a school community that focuses on learning and
celebrating academic and character successes. As a school, we are committed to providing
our students with effective instruction. To accomplish this task, our teachers are provided
embedded professional development each week. The professional development sessions
focused on students’ and teachers’ support needs identified by observations, student data,
and best practice research. Teachers worked collaboratively to share effective strategies,
model lessons, and improve instructional practices. The school’s team approach positively
impacted student academic growth. Our school focuses on the academic growth of all
students. Each quarter our students took a standardized benchmark assessment to
monitor their growth in each academic area. We established small class sizes,
individualized instructional plans, science exploration, ALEKs, READ 180 lab, before and
after school tutoring, and Saturday academy to support student learning. Parent
attendance in school events has increased significantly. At the end of each quarter, we
celebrated our students’ growth and teacher effectiveness. As a result, our school grew
out of being a priority school to a school of academic excellence.
